• The ability to ask the driver 
to stop at a pharmacy from 
a physician’s office without it 
counting against the number of 
trips. 

• Convenient curb-to-curb, door-
to-door or door-through-door 
(gurney only) services (depending 
upon the member’s needs). 

• Share-A-Ride vehicles: You have 
the option to share a ride in the 
same vehicle as other passengers 
who may have a similar 
appointment time or destination. 

• Other vehicles: taxi, large sedan 
or minivan if needed. 

• Wheelchair and gurney vans 
available when needed. 

• Transportation limitation within 
75 miles. 

To schedule a routine transportation appointment, call the 
Health Net Transportation Department at 1-844-515-6876 
Monday through Friday, 8:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. 

Transportation to a doctor or other approved locations, should 
be requested 48 hours in advance. Reservations of an urgent 
nature (for example, hospital discharges or hospital-to-hospital 
transports) can be scheduled 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.
